Reading Text: I Samuel 13:14; 16:1, 7, 13 (All NIV - 1984)
Vs. 14 - But now your kingdom will not endure; the LORD has sought out a man after his own heart and appointed him leader of his people, because you have not kept the LORD’s command.” 

Vs. 1 - The LORD said to Samuel, “How long will you mourn for Saul, since I have rejected him as king over Israel? Fill your horn with oil and be on your way; I am sending you to Jesse of Bethlehem. I have chosen one of his sons to be king.”

            Vs. 32 - David said to Saul, “Let no one lose heart on account of this Philistine; your servant will go and 


fight him.” 


Vs. 33 - Saul replied, “You are not able to go out against this Philistine and fight him; you are only a 

boy, and he has been a fighting man from his youth.” 


Vs. 37 - The LORD who delivered me from the paw of the lion and the paw of the bear will deliver me 


from the hand of this Philistine.” Saul said to David, “Go, and the LORD be with you.” 

       B. I Samuel 18:5 - 7, 16


Vs. 5 - Whatever Saul sent him to do, David did it so successfully that Saul gave 

him a high rank in the army. This pleased all the people, and Saul’s officers as well.


Vs. 6 - When the men were returning home after David had killed the Philistine, the women came out 
from all the towns of Israel to meet King Saul with singing and dancing, with joyful songs and with 
tambourines and lutes.

Vs. 7 - As they danced, they sang: “Saul has slain his thousands, and David his tens of thousands.” 


Vs. 16 - But all Israel and Judah loved David, because he led them in their campaigns.

       C. I Samuel 30:6 


Vs. 6 - David was greatly distressed because the men were talking of stoning him; each one was bitter in

I Samuel 21:1 – 5


Vs. 1 - David went to Nob, to Ahimelech the priest. Ahimelech trembled when he met him, and asked, 

“Why are you alone? Why is no one with you?” 


Vs. 2 - David answered Ahimelech the priest, “The king charged me with a certain matter and said to 
me, ‘No one is to know anything about your mission and your instructions.’ As for my men, I have told 
them to meet me at a certain place.

Vs. 1 - David left Gath and escaped to the cave of Adullam. When his brothers and his father’s 
household heard about it, they went down to him there.

       B. I Samuel 30:6, 22, 23

            Vs. 6 - David was greatly distressed because the men were talking of stoning him; each one was bitter in 
spirit because of his sons and daughters. But David found strength in the LORD his God.  


Vs. 22 - But all the evil men and troublemakers among David’s followers said, “Because they did not go 
out with us, we will not share with them the plunder we recovered. However, each man may take his 
wife and children and go.”



Vs. 23 - David replied, “No, my brothers, you must not do that with what the LORD has given us. He 
has protected us and handed over to us the forces that came against us.

Vs. 1 - But David thought to himself, “One of these days I will be destroyed by the hand of Saul. The 
best thing I can do is to escape to the land of the Philistines.

Vs. 19d - They have now driven me from my share in the LORD’s inheritance and have said, ‘Go, serve 
other gods.’ 


Vs. 20 - Now do not let my blood fall to the ground far from the presence of the LORD. The king of 
Israel has come out to look for a flea—as one hunts a partridge in the mountains.”

Vs. 1 - In those days the Philistines gathered their forces to fight against Israel. Achish said to David, 
“You must understand that you and your men will accompany me in the army.” 


Vs. 2 - David said, “Then you will see for yourself what your servant can do.” Achish replied, “Very 


well, I will make you my bodyguard for life.”
